ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER #82-3
RE: DISCOVERY IN DELINQUENCY AND WAYWARD CASES

In all petitions that are filed by the police in delinquency
and wayward matters the petition shall be accompanied with a copy

of the police report. Said police repoft shall be available to

the respondeént or his attorney of recerd; the respondent or his

attorney of record shall have the right to read or copy said

police report; should the respondent or his attorney of record

deem the police report to'be'inadequate in order to make a proper

defense to the allegations contained in +the petition, he may file

a motion for further discovery stating in particular the subject

matter that he needs in order to prepare a proper defense. His

motion must be accompanied with & notice of hearing to the petitioner
or his attorney of gecord stating the date upon which the ‘motion

will be heard and a certification of the date upon which the
respondent or his attorney of record mailed or otherwise delivered

a copy of said motion and notice to the petitioner or his attorney

of record; said notice of the date for the hearing of said métion

shall be served and filed not later than six (6) days before the

time specified for said hearing. Said motion shall be deemed to

be granted as a matter of course and shall not be placed upon the

motion calendar unless ebjection thereto is served and filed =zt

least three (3) days before the time specified for its hearing.
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
