RE: FILING OF ADOPTION PETITIONS:

1. The Attorney filing the Adoption Petition must review the
Juvenile Clerk's log of appeals prior to said filing.

2. All petitions for Adoption must first be filed with the
Juvenile Clerk's Cffice to be reviewed, processed and
then set down for hearing.

3. No Petition for Adoption shall be filed, nor accepted by

the Clerk's Office, until +the expiration of the
appropriate appeal period. No Adoption Petition shall be
filed nor accepted by the Clerk's Office during the

pendency of the appeal.
